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In 2007, Scouting celebrates its worldwide Centenary, the theme for the Celebration 

is: One World One Promise.

The “Seven Summits” Project was set up in 1991 to be a series of international 

mountaineering expeditions for Scottish Venture Scouts and younger Leaders, 

using as a focus the challenge of climbing the highest mountain on each of the 

seven continents with the Scouts of the ‘host’ country.

So far Scottish Scouts have attempted 5 of the worlds 7 summits but now a 

quantum leap is required, both in terms of training and fundraising.
